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Safety Solutions

SUMMER SCAM LOOKOUT
It’s summer and here are a few scams 

in which you should be on the lookout so 
you won’t get fooled:
FAKE SELLER SCAM

“See before you send” is the big lesson 
in from one popular scam in which we 

unfortunately see a little too much. A man recently sent a large sum 
of money to someone he had only communicated with over Facebook 
Messenger. He thought he was buying a car. After he sent the “down 
payment,” the person he was messaging disappeared. A good way 
to avoid this scam is to insist on seeing the item you want to buy 
in-person before you send any type of payment. Our lobby at 4800 
West Copans Road is open 24-7 for just such an occasion. If the seller 
refuses to meet you in person, it’s probably a scam.
SOCIAL SECURITY SCAM

The Social Security Phone Scam is another that happens all too often 
here in Coconut Creek. In these particular cases, someone claiming 
to be from the IRS [Internal Revenue Service] called the victims. 
The phony IRS agent told them their social security numbers were 
comprised, and they needed to go to the store and buy gift cards for 

him or else they would be arrested. Both victims bought the gift cards 
and gave the numbers and pin numbers on them to the scam artist. 
Remember that the IRS would never call you up out of the blue and 
threaten to arrest you. Any time someone asks you to buy gift cards for 
any reason, remember that’s a huge red flag that it’s a scam.
THE MICROSOFT TECH SUPPORT SCAM

The Microsoft Tech Support Scam is frequent tactic the fraudsters 
use. In one case, a 69-year-old woman clicked on an email claiming 
to be from Microsoft Support. It asked her to call a phone number, 
which she did. A man answered claiming to be from Microsoft Support, 
explaining that her computer was infected with a virus. To make 
matters supposedly worse, he said that her computer was connected 
to a vast child pornography and money laundering scheme, which of 
course shocked and frightened the woman, as the bad guys intended. 
In order to avoid arrest, they told her, she had to send them thousands 
of dollars in gold bullion. Luckily, an actual legit representative from 
the gold bullion company intervened before she could send it to the 
scammers. The bottom line here is to remember never to click on any 
strange emails and if someone is using scare tactics to get you to pay 
them, it’s always a scam. Just hang up.

Under Florida law, a change 
in ownership requires the property to be reassessed at current full market 
value the year following the change of ownership OR if a Homestead 
Exemption is added/removed from the property. This reassessment could 
result in higher property taxes for the new owner than what the seller was 
paying. Please use our Tax Estimator to approximate your new property 
taxes based on the reassessed value.

If you are moving to a new home and have held a Homestead Exemption 
anywhere within Florida during the past three tax years, you may be 
eligible to transfer your Save Our Homes (SOH) benefit to your new home 
to help lower the property’s assessed value and subsequent taxes. The 
Portability Estimator available online helps you approximate what your 
new property taxes will be using any portability you may be transferring 
from another property.

The Property Appraiser does not set or collect taxes. Tax rates/fees are 
set by individual taxing authorities each year based on their budgetary 
needs. All property tax billing and collecting is handled by the Broward 
County Tax Collector’s Office.
