Copies of Deeds are Public Records and 
Available for Free Online 

We often hear of mailings aimed at Broward County property owners 
offering to provide the owner with a copy of their deed or previously 
recorded document.  The company will provide this service for a fee; 
however, most documents are available online for free.  

Deeds and many other important documents are available online on 
Broward County’s Records’ website and linked from the property record 
page.  To search for a recorded deed on our website, simply search for 
the property record and click on the blue “Book/Page or CIN” number 
located under “Sales History for this Parcel” on the property record page. 

This will link you to the recorded document in Broward County Records 
where you can print a copy of the document at no cost. 

Deeds recorded prior to January 1, 1978 and recorded deeds utilizing 
social security numbers must be ordered in person or by written request to 
County Records. To search for documents recorded with Broward County 
Records, please visit County Records’ website and select your search 
criteria. Documents matching these criteria will be displayed and you can 
print a copy of the selected document.  Broward County Records Division 
may be reached at 954.831.4000 should you need additional assistance.

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Taste of the township
Fall Off The Bone Ribs
Makes 4 Servings

Ingredients
2 to 2 ½ pounds baby back pork ribs
1 tablespoon olive oil
1/4 cup finely diced onion
1/2 teaspoon ground cumin
1/2 cup ketchup
1 tablespoon hot chili sauce like Sriracha
2 tablespoons light brown sugar
1 tablespoon apple cider vinegar
Salt and ground pepper, to taste

Directions
Preheat your oven to 275°F (135°C). Set aside a large roasting pan or 
rimmed baking sheet and aluminum foil.
Season the ribs: Generously season both sides of the ribs with salt and 
pepper. If using a spice rub, apply it evenly.
If your ribs still have a thin membrane on the back, remove it. Place 
the ribs meat-side-down on a cutting board. Locate the thin membrane 
covering the rack, then use a knife to gently slide underneath it. Pull the 
membrane away from the bones using your fingers. If it’s slippery or 
difficult to remove, use a kitchen towel to hold and pull it off. 

Wrap with foil: Place the ribs, meatiest-side down, in your roasting 
pan. You may need to cut the ribs in half to fit. Cover the pan or baking 
sheet tightly with aluminum foil. The ribs must be well-sealed to 
prevent drying out. If your foil isn’t large enough, wrap the racks of ribs 
individually in tight foil packets and place them on the baking sheet. 
After making this recipe so many times, we find that keeping the meatiest 
side of the ribs facing down is best. The rendered fat and juices from the 
meat above drip down, creating a natural basting effect that keeps the 
meat moist and prevents it from drying out, especially during long, slow 
cooking, like in this recipe.
Bake the ribs: Bake for 2 ½ to 3 ½ hours or until the meat easily falls 
from the bones. I check the ribs after 2 hours to see how they’re doing. 
Ribs are ready when the meat is cooked through and very tender.
To check if they are done, pierce them with a sharp knife. There should 
be little to no resistance. You can also gently bend the ribs. If the meat 
looks like it will easily pull away from the bone, they’re ready. If the 
meat is still tough, they are likely underbaked (your oven might be cooler 
than mine). Continue baking and consider increasing the temperature to 
300°F (150°C).
Make BBQ Sauce: While the ribs are baking, prepare your sauce. Heat 
the olive oil in a saucepan over medium heat, then add the onions and 
cook until they’re soft and translucent, which should take about 5 to 8 
minutes.
Stir in the cumin and cook for another 30 seconds. Next, add the ketchup, 
hot chili sauce, brown sugar, and apple cider vinegar. Stir everything to 
combine, season with salt, and cook for 2 minutes. Set the sauce aside 
while the ribs finish baking.
Brush the sauce onto the ribs: Remove the ribs from the oven, discard 
the aluminum foil, and generously brush both sides with barbecue sauce.
Broil the ribs: Move an oven rack near the top of the oven and turn your 
broiler to high. Broil the ribs until the BBQ sauce begins to caramelize, 
about 3 to 4 minutes. Keep a close eye on them during this step to ensure 
the sauce doesn’t burn. Enjoy!
